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I have written a monthly prayer letter for several years now, but I have been impressed recently that I need to increase my prayer covering.  So this letter is the first one published through The Monday Memo to do just that.  All along I have desired a prayer team who wanted to pray for the message I carry and for me.  Please know that, whether you pray once or regularly, I am grateful for your time and effort.  And I welcome your thoughts and impressions.

Each month I provide a brief summary of the last month’s progress and accomplishments, and then outline six or seven prayer points for the coming month.   I want this to be easy to “navigate” for I know you’re busy and I’m not the only voice asking you for prayer.  

This past month has been a good one, with many answered prayers.  

1. I had another article published in Charisma magazine, which increases exposure and heightens awareness for what I teach and who I am.

2. I spent some time at home.

3. Had successful travels to New Jersey, Florida, and Ohio.

4. I re-recorded and re-packaged my PurposePartner program, something I have wanted to do for several years.  

5. I began to re-publish The Monday Memo and weekly Bible studies under a new format.  Now I have three blog sites and one website, which I am using to publish my views and insights.

For this month, I would ask that you pray for:

1. Health and protection.  I am in Zimbabwe and was in Kenya before that.  I came down with a stomach virus in Kenya that put me in bed for three days.  In some sense, I felt like the virus was a spiritual retaliation for my article in Charisma, which pointed out the problem of anger in some church leaders.  I believe I am addressing a spirit that is hampering the effectiveness of the church and, in my mind, is a major problem.  Please pray for my protection, strength and energy to be maintained as I work in Africa until I return home on June 27.  Please pray for my family as well.

2. Publishing.  I am working on several book proposals and will be going to Christian Booksellers Association on July 11 and 12 to do some networking.  I have also been approached by a man who offered to serve as an agent of sorts to “pitch” my proposals to some publishers.  Pray that God will open the right door.

3. Business opportunities.  I am now facing three new business opportunities here in Africa.  I need wisdom and discernment to make the right choices and to align myself with the right people.  

4. Broadcasting.  I have done several radio shows over the past few weeks and I am once again reminded that I am supposed to be in the media at some point.  Pray for the right vehicle and wisdom to get started.

5. The message.  I have quite a few speaking engagements during this trip.  I am asking the Lord for fresh insight that will help bring people into purpose and productivity.
